*What does Orientation Day mean?

Orientation Day - This will take place August 12, the day before school starts for Lower School
students.

e Copy of child’s Social Security Card

Any students from out of state will need to have their Immunizations transferred
to a TN form by a pediatrician in Tennessee or the Health Department.

o If your child has not turned 5 years of age yet, we need the most current
shot record from you and once they receive the 5-year-old shots you can
bring us the updated form.

*What if my child takes medication or has an allergy?

e All medication will be received and kept in the school office with the Lower School
Nurse.

e |[f your child takes medication on a regular basis, you will need to fill out a Medical
Information Form and turn it into the nurse’s office with the medication needed.

o This medication form is located under the ‘School Policies’ drop down menu on
the Lower School webpage.
e There will also be a Demographic Form you will review/ fill out during Orientation Day
that will have a place for you to list any allergies or medical needs.
